PROBLEM DESCRIPTION:

The SSMGAV2 enhancement introduced with PTF SO08386 had a restriction where

it had to be applied to all copies of OPS/MVS participating in the SSMPLEX.

This PTF adds a new parameter (SSMGAV2PSYS) to control the enablement of

the feature for compatibility with older releases.

SYMPTOMS:

Failures in the SSMGAV2 application referencing SYSPLEX variables.

IMPACT:

The SSMGAV2 application will fail if all copies of OPS/MVS in the SSMPLEX

do not have the new enhancement installed.

CIRCUMVENTION:

None.
